Reaffirmingits previous resolutions on Afghanistan, in paitc resolutions 1386 (2001),
1510 (2003), 1833 (2008), 1868 (2009) and 18909R00

Reaffirmingalso its resolutions 1267 (1999), 1368 (2001), 1&0®1) and 1822 (2008), and
reiterating its support for international efforts to root oetrorism in accordance with the
Charter of the United Nations,

Recallingits resolutions 1265 (1999), 1296 (2000), 1674 @0&nd 1738 (2006) on the
protection of civilians in armed conflict, its réstons 1325 (2000), 1820 (2008), 1888
(2009) and 1889 (2009) on women and peace andiseaumnd its resolutions 1612 (2005)
and 1882 (2009) on children and armed conflict,

Reaffirmingits strong commitment to the sovereignty, independeterritorial integrity and
national unity of Afghanistan,

Recogonsinghat the responsibility for providing security aleav and order throughout the
country resides with the Afghan authoritistressingthe role of the International Security
Assistance Force (ISAF) in assisting the Afghan &prnent to improve the security situation
andwelcomingthe cooperation of the Afghan Government with ISAF,

Stressinghe central and impartial role that the United Niasi continues to play in promoting
peace and stability in Afghanistan by leading tffileres of the international community,
noting, in this context, the synergies in the objectivdsthe United Nations Assistance
Mission in Afghanistan (UNAMA) and of ISAF,

EncouragingISAF to continue effective support, within its dgsated responsibilities, of
Afghan-led sustained efforts to address, in codperawith relevant international and
regional actors, the threat posed by the illicibduction of and trafficking in drugs, and
recognising the important role played by the United Nations i€fon Drugs Crime

(UNDOC) in fighting the negative impact of drug pguxtion and trade on security and
stability in the region,

Determiningthat the situation in Afghanistan still constituteghreat to international peace
and security,



Determinedto ensure the full implementation of the mandatéS#F, in coordination with
the Afghan Government,

Actingfor these reasons under Chapter VIl of the Chaftére United Nations,

1. Decidesto extend the authorization of the Internationat 8y Assistance Force, as
defined in resolution 1386 (2001) and 1510 (20€®)a period of twelve months beyond 13
March 2011;

2. AuthorizesMember States participating in ISAF to take altessary measures to fulfill its
mandate;

3. Recognisethe need to further strengthen ISAF to meet abjtsrational requirements, and
in this regardcalls upon Member States to contribute personnel, equipment ather
resources to ISAF;

4. Calls uponthelSAF to continue to work in close consultation witle Afghan Government
and the Special Representative of the Secretargf@kn

5. Requestshe leadership of ISAF to keep the Security Couregyularly informed, through
the Secretary-General, on the implementation ahésdate, including through the provision
of quarterly reports;

6. Calls upon all Member States of the United Nations to pgstte in the training of the
Afghan security forces;

7. Further recommendshe Afghan Government to increase the number eir thecurity
forces;

8. Calls for urgent comprehensive action of ISAF and Afgktam National Army in order to
take full control on the territory of Afghanistamd calls for the cooperation with the
governments of the neighbouring countries espgdrdkistan;

9. Appealsfor an increase in staff and budget for the Unitadions Assistance Mission in
Afghanistan especially in the areas of aid effemiass, agriculture and preservation of human
rights especially the right of women and children;

10.Decidesfurther to expand UNAMA’s mandate pursuant to @iior resolutions from
providing political and strategic advice for theape process, providing good offices, and
aiding the Afghan Government in implementing thgdnistan Compact to include the
encouragement of a greater quality of life for Adghcitizens by:

a. Promoting economic growth in the region accordiogtite Afghanistan National
Development Strategy through foreign direct invesita by:

i. Creating a security team to be called the Afghanisuthority for Secure
Investments (AASI) for the purpose of protectingdasecuring national
construction sites that improve or expand curnefnastructure:

1. This security team will consist of newly recruitdéghan police forces that
will act as a part of the larger Afghani policedemwithin Afghanistan;

2. Member States will provide experts and speciatistrain members of the
AASI;

ii. Working in tandem with the Afghanistan Investmenipfort Agency (AISA)
and the United Nations Development Programme (UNPipentify priority
construction projects and to appropriately assighSA personnel to those
projects;

iii. Encouraging Member States to send professionalresxmeAfghanistan through
UNAMA to provide job training to Afghani citizens irelevant fields;



iv. Ensuring that companies transition their workfort®® a mostly Afghan
workforce as soon as is feasible in order to mazenthe positive impact of
investments on the citizens of Afghanistan;

b. Continuing to coordinate humanitarian aid and #&ssce alongside the Office of the
United Nations High Commissioner on Human Rightsl ather relevant bodies
with  non-governmental and regional organisationspeeially the Afghan
Independent Human Rights Commission (AIHRC) andHhenanitarian Assistance
for the Women and Children of Afghanistan (HAWCA®Yanisation;

11. Authorizesthe creation and implementation of the Afghanistegricultural Program
(AAP) to be jointly coordinated by the United NatsoFood and Agriculture Organisation
(UNFAO) and the United Nations Office on Drugs a@dime for the purpose of
providing financial and/or humanitarian assistatectarmers within Afghanistan by:

a. Encouraging Afghani farmers to grow staple cropdefsied by the UNFAO in the
place of illicit substances by providing:
I. Financial assistance as funded by the UNFAO and)t@DC and/or;
ii. Access to humanitarian organisations within Afgstam and their services;
b. Providing job training through UNAMA to instructrfaers how best to grow crops
with which they are unfamiliar;

12.Expressests sympathy with the formation of an internatib@ontact group to create a
discussion platform;

a. Allow countries in the region, including Irarg tegularly meet together with UN
delegates, and countries who have troops in Afghianito discuss the situation in
Afghanistan,

b. Facilitate this discussion on a bi-lateral and itaitiral level;

13. Firmly convincedhat the main source of finances for Taliban testsris illegal opium
production, Security Councdemandghat the Afghanistan Government implements siricte
control of drugs production in order to eradicdiegal drugs production;

14. Emphasizesghe need of more efficient and systematic antitg@ion measures in
Afghanistan as a condition that is indispensahblefadicating illegal drugs production;

15. Proposesthat the United Nations cooperates on a consudtdiase with the Shanghai
Cooperation Organisation under the United Natiocuisy Council surveillance;

16. Stresseshe importance of the radical efforts of the Afgaavernment with support of
international community in the fight against drugguction and drug trafficking;

17.Suggestshat all members of the United Nations organisersod conference in Kabul, on
22 March 2010, which would gather financial sourdes strengthening international
organisations in Afghanistan, which are dealingwiitiman rights;

18. Suggeststhe creation of the Istanbul Summit, with cooperatof the Afghan
Government, on 27 March 2010, which would gathepdvinces and clan leaders in order
to come to a decision on building a united andgfrAfghan army that would take control of
the entire Afghan territory;

19. Strongly endorsethe creation of a summit for member states to ctwgether to discuss
in depth and greater detail the possible organisih@ tribunal for Afghanistan with the
intention of providing greater support of and aar@ase in security in Afghanistan and the
prosecution of those who break international lad @nlate human rights;

20. Decidesto call all members of the Security Council to gémmanitarian help from their
sources in order to help the Afghan Governmenésolving the problem of refugees;

21.Decidesto remain actively seized of this matter.
